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SUPPLEMENT H (2)

SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT
concerning
Civil Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF) Operations

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into in accordance with the
provisions of the Railway Labor Act, as amended, by and between AMERICAN
AIRLINES, INC., hereinafter known as the “Company” and the AIR LINE PILOTS
in the service of AMERICAN AIRLINES, INC., as represented by the ALLIED
PILOTS ASSOCIATION hereinafter known as the “Association.”

WHEREAS, the Company maintains an ongoing commitment to the
Government of the United States to provide aircraft and crews as part of the Civil
Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF), and

WHEREAS, the Company and the Association recognize that CRAF
operations are of National interest and must be performed without delay, and

WHEREAS, the Company and the Association desire to supplement and
make certain exceptions to their Basic Agreement with respect to CRAF
operations to be conducted by the Company,

NOW, THEREFORE, the Company and the Association hereby agree to
the following terms applicable to CRAF operations, provided the provisions of the
Basic Agreement shall apply to CRAF operations except as modified herein, and
in the event of a conflict the provisions herein shall apply:

A. Definition and Application of CRAF Flying

1. When the United States Government activates CRAF (Stage 1,2, -6+3 or
4), that flying shall include all flights flown at the direction of, or on behalf
of, the U.S. Government, plus all necessary ferry flights and all
deadheading related to such flying.

2. The Company and the Association intend that the exceptions to the Basic
Agreement and Supplement | as described herein shall be utilized in
performing CRAF missions.

3. Area of interest (AOI) is a geographic location for military personnel and/or
equipment that are transported under the CRAF agreement that may
expose American Airlines aircraft and/or crews to potentially hazardous
situations. It is mutually agreed that it is in the best interest of the
Company and the APA that aircraft and crews shall not overnight in these
areas.

4. Overseas Staging Point (OSP) is a point outside the continental United
States from which CRAF missions are conducted to and from an area of
interest.

5. Point of Aerial Embarkation (PAE) is a point inside the continental United

States from which American Airlines aircraft and crews pick up military
personnel and/or equipment for delivery either to the OSP or an AOI.

“within” in the first sentence, to correct the error in the 2003 contract language.

e The Company shall make every effort to ensure there is sufficient bottled
water on board the aircraft for in-flight use. Upon request by the
Association or an individual pilot, the Company shall investigate in a timely
manner any situation where there was insufficient bottled water on board
the aircraft for in-flight use.

Section 7: Hotels (includes OSO Transportation and Hotel TA reached 04/08/2008)

e The Company will take into consideration internet availability and cost
when making hotel selection decisions.

Section 8: Moving Expenses (AA proposal 05/15/2008)
e The Company proposes the following changes to Section 8:
0 Increase mileage reimbursement to $0.41 per mile.

0 Increase direct moving expense allowance to $1,000.00.





0 Increase the maximum shipment weight for household effects to 18,000
pounds.

o Provide for the ability to self-move, with reimbursement of fifty (50) percent
of the estimated cost obtained from the Company-authorized relocation
company; receipts required.

0 Transit insurance maximum up to $36,000 ($2.00 per pound on 18,000
pound maximum).

o Company will provide up to 2 roundtrip business travel passes per family
member for house hunting purposes, in accordance with the Company
Travel Policy.

0 House hunting expenses will be reimbursed up to $600.00.

0 Move must be completed within 18 months of the effective date of the bid
award. Extension requests will be considered on an individual case basis.

0 Home sale expenses will be reimbursed up to $1,200.00.

o Inlieu of automobile mileage expense, a pilot may elect to have 2
automobiles shipped at Company expense.
